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contractual obligation after the award of contract.

Suppliers, contractors and service providers will 
not offer or give public offi cers gifts, hospitality 
or other benefi ts that may have a real or apparent 
infl uence on their objectivity in carrying out 
their offi cial duties or that may place them under 
obligation to the donor of such items (Section 73, 
PPA 2004).  This includes offers or events arising 
out of an actual or potential business relationship 
directly related to the offi cial duties of the public 
offi cer.

Suppliers, contractors and service providers should 
not employ public offi cers in activities that might 
subject public offi cers to demands incompatible 
with their offi cial duties or cast doubt on their 
ability to perform their duties objectively. Good 
public procurement practice also prohibits 
suppliers, contractors and service providers to hire 
directly, or through a third party, former public 
offi cers during post-employment period.

Commitment to Quality
Procuring entities are responsible for ensuring 
that they provide the highest possible quality of 
goods and services to the public. This implies that 
goods and services from suppliers, contractors and 
service providers must be procured on the basis of 
best value, which takes into account factors such 
as competitive cost and their overall quality of 
products and services delivered.

Firms and individuals doing business with the 
Government are expected to have an explicit 
commitment to quality, and to deliver with 
consistently high levels of performance. We expect 
suppliers, contractors and service providers to give 
adequate warrantee for their products or services 
and act in a professionally accountable manner to 
rectify any shortcomings, should they occur. They 
should not take advantage of any weak supervision 
on the part of the procuring entity.

The country procurement system will recognize and 
maintain long-lasting relationships with suppliers, 
contractors and service providers who provide 
excellent goods and services at competitive prices. 
Procuring entities are obliged on a periodic basis 
to survey the competitive marketplace to make 
sure they are receiving the best-value returns 
for what they pay for. Suppliers, contractors and 
service providers should strive to maintain their 
competitive advantage in the marketplace to 
avoid the risk of invoking provisions of Section 
54(2) of PPA 2004.

Transparency and Accountability
Honesty and accountability are core values 
which the public and private sector should 
commit to when conducting business dealings. 
A procurement contract should be open and 
honest between the parties, demonstrably fair, 

and fully auditable. The dealings will be seen 
to be fully transparent, if “indirect costs” will be 
openly revealed, explained and estimated, and 
fully enumerated in the billings.  In other words, 
when a procuring entity pays a supplier for goods 
or services it is expected that the compensation 
will be the supplier’s only source of compensation 
for that transaction unless otherwise revealed, 
explained and estimated to the procuring entity 
in writing.  Any volume discounts, referral fees, 
commissions offered by sub-contractors, and other 
forms of compensation directly associated with 
transactions with the procuring entity are to be 
explicitly disclosed. The supplier needs to maintain 
records of business transactions conducted with 
the procuring entity so that they are available for 
audit by competent authorities should there be a 
need.

Fair Profi ts and Competitive Markets
It is understandable that businesses need to make 
fair profi ts, and that procuring entities recognize 
the advantages of being consumers in a free and 
open competitive marketplace. However, profi ts 
should not be earned through the exploitation 
of workers, delivery of poor goods or service, or 
through degradation of the environment. What is 
advocated in this article is a free-market system 
where a procuring entity will be willing to pay 
fair prices for high- quality goods and services, 
thereby contributing to business profi tability and 
growth. While the Government will always have 
to be cost-conscious of the meagre resources, 
a procuring entity will not be compelled to 
exclusively engage the “lowest bidder”, but rather 
the “lowest evaluated” bidder (Section 67, PPA 
2004). Best practice encourages public bodies to 
deliberately avoid engaging in business with fi rms 
known to be profi ting from the mistreatment of 
their employees or abuse of the environment 
(Section 4, PPA 2004).

Avoiding Price Fixing and Bid Rigging

In a fair competitive free market, consumers 
including procuring entities expect best goods 
and services at the lowest prices. In public 
procurement, the competitive process will only 
work where competitors set prices honestly and 
independently. Where bidders collude, prices may 
be infl ated and the procuring entity is cheated. 
Potential risks of collusion and bid rigging will be 
presented in future editions of this journal.

PPRA invites comments from various stakeholders, since in 
future we may have to incorporate these ground rules in the 
procurement contracts.

TANROADS ordered to pay NORCONSULT AS 30M/-

The Public Procurement Appeals Authority (PPAA) 
has ordered the Tanzania National Roads Agency 
(TanRoads) to pay M/S Norconsult AS over 30m/- for 
unlawful termination of a consultancy pre-contract.

Chairperson on PPAA, retired High Court Judge 
Augusta Bubeshi and seven other members of the 
authority ruled in favour of the company, after allowing 
its appeal to challenge the TanRoads decision of 
terminating the pre-contract.

The contract, according to the authority’s decision 
dated March 28, 2008, involved negotiations for the 
award of tender for provision of consultancy services 
for feasibility study and detailed engineering design.

It also involved preparation of tender documents 
for the upgrading of Bagamoyo-Mkurunge-Saadani-
Pangani-Tanga Road covering 178 kilometres. TanRoads 
terminated the contract upon failure by the company 
to submit bank guarantee.

The PPAA, however, said in its decision that the 
cancellation of the pre-contract negotiations was 
unlawful as, after going through tender documents, 
they were unable to fi nd that the submission of the 
bank guarantee was required.

Furthermore, the authority reviewed TanRoads 
meetings held in October and November last year, 
regarding the matter and observed that there was no 
indication of the requirement for submission of a bank 
guarantee.

“From the above examination, the authority is of 

the view that the condition was imposed outside 
the required procedure and documentation and was 
therefore unlawful“. The PPAA said.

In its claims, the company had demanded 
160,530,050/- compensation to cover costs it incurred 
in tendering for the assignment, appeal processing 
costs, loss of profi t and reliefs provided for under the 
Public Procurement Act of 2004.

The authority, however, ruled that having examined 
the request for payments, it was of the view that the 
claims submitted were generally on the high side and 
it was not proper for the company to seek all reliefs 
listed under the Act.

It, therefore, ordered the TanRoads to compensate 
the company a total of 15,555,545/50 and pay 
another 15,435,845/50 as costs incurred by the fi rm.  
The authority also ordered TanRoads to refund the 
company appeal fees of 120,000/-.

M/S Norconsult AS was one of bidders, who 
submitted bids for the tender. On evaluation, the 
company’s proposal was found to have the highest 
combined technical and fi nancial score. TanRoads 
notifi ed the fi rm on such fact last November 23.

Thereafter, it invited the fi rm for pre-contract 
negotiations that were to be held on November 30, last 
year and required them to submit a bank guarantee.  
Having the fi rm disagreed with such condition, 
TanRoads cancelled the negotiations.

Government terminates shoddy contractor, seeks new one
The government is seeking 

another contractor to replace 
the one whose performance has 
been bedeviled with “serious 
shortcomings”, it has been 
learnt.  The Contractor, China 
State Construction Engineering 
Corporation, was constructing a 
154 kilometer road from Kagoma 
to Rusahunga at the cost of 48bn/-.  

The Manager for the National 
Roads Agency (TANROADS) in 
Kagera Region, Johnny Kalupale, was 

quoted by Mtanzania of 25 March 
2008 as saying that the government 
reached the decision of terminating 
the foreign contractor’s contract 
after ascertaining that the work 
was too much behind schedule.  

According to Kalupale, the 
paper said, the dismal work done 
had already taken the contractor 
a grossly disproportionate time of 
23 months out of the 36 months 
meant for the entire project. 

The manager said the govern-

ment was now looking for a 
replacement contractor while 
evaluating the work to ascertain the 
exact amount the current contractor 
should be paid commensurate with 
the work done.  

In the interim, he said, the 
government would fl oat a tender 
for “a temporary emergency” 
contractor to keep watch over the 
project and to make passable the 
sections deemed dangerous.

Rehabilitation of seven upcountry airports due soon
The government is determined to improve seven 

airports in the country, it has been learnt.  The seven 
airports have been identifi ed as Bukoba, Shinyanga, 
Tabora, Kigoma, Mafi a, Sumbawanga and Msalato in 
Dodoma. 

This was disclosed in Dar es Salaam by Infrastructure 
Development deputy minister Dr Milton Mahanga when 
launching a report on Tanzania Air Operators` Association 
(TAOA) recently. The report was compiled to document 
how to improve airports and air transport in the country. 
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 “The government is at various stages of improving 
the airports,” said Mahanga, adding that discussions 
between the government and the World Bank had 
resulted in positive results, with the latter providing 
funds for feasibility studies and detailed designs for 
the rehabilitation of the seven airports.

Dr Mahanga added: “The Government has also 
secured a loan from Badea for feasibility and engineering 
design for a new airport at Msalato, Dodoma. “We hope 

with these airports improved, domestic of cargo and 
passengers will be enhanced.” 

He said the Government had for several years 
been consulting with stakeholders in the air transport 
industry and that the rationale for such involvement 
was to receive views that would enhance and improve 
the development of the air transport industry in the 
country.

‘Ethical leadership and diligence are key to good contracts’
Parliament has been told that ethical leadership and diligence amongst leaders in public institutions were 

necessary attributes for the government to do away with bad contracts, the Daily News of April 8, 2008 reported. 
The paper quoted the Deputy Minister for Finance and Planning, Mr Jeremiah Sumari, as telling 

parliament in Dodoma that leaders in government institutions were expected to be diligent and 
ethical and that once such traits were observed poor contracts would be history. He was responding 
to a supplementary question by Same East Member of Parliament (CCM), Anne Kilango Malecela, who 
wanted to know what the government was doing to avoid signing contracts that leave it at a loss. 
According to the paper, the Deputy Minister said, “Besides the expectations, there are institutions that require 
leaders to declare their wealth once they assume leadership positions and as they leave”. 

It added that he also said that every sector in the country operated under policies and special strategies that 
respect ethical leadership.

‘Ignorance and malpractice hindering sound public procurement’
A Parliamentary Committee has cited ignorance 

of the Public Procurement Act and malpractices as 
being some of the main obstacles to sound public 
procurement in the country, THISDAY of 1 April 2008 
has reported.

This was revealed in the awareness seminar, 
attended by members of the Parliamentary Committee 
for Economy and Finance on Public Procurement Act 
(PPA), which was conducted recently in Dar es Salaam 
by the Public Procurement Regulatory Authority (PPRA). 
They also cited the shortage of qualifi ed procurement 
specialist and inadequate staffi ng of PPRA, the paper 
said.

In the seminar, Members of the Parliament called 
for an automous PPRA, saying that if at all Tanzania 
envisaged reduction of high –level corruption, PPRA 
should be given the autonomy that would make it an 
independent body. They said they would work closely 
with the authority to ensure a better regulated public 
procurement.

MPs admitted that Public Procurement Act No.21 

of 2004 was still not well known to many people in 
Tanzania and called upon PPRA to devise strategies 
that would address the situation. 

Briefi ng reporters before starting the last 
parliamentary session the Chairman of the 
Parliamentary Standing Committee for Finance and 
Economy Dr. Abdallah Kigoda said that one of the 
big challenges facing PPRA was “low understanding” 
of the Public Procurement Act among the majority of 
people in Tanzania. Citing results of a survey that was 
conducted by PPRA under the Millennium Challenge 
Threshold Programme, he said out of 20 organizations 
that were involved in the survey only 39% thoroughly 
understood the Public Procurement Act (PPA) of 
2004. “This is an alarming situation as far as Tanzania’s 
economic position is concerned,” the paper quoted 
him as saying.

Dr Kigoda also cited the existence of “malpractices” 
in the tendering process within the Local Government 
Authorities (LGAs), saying it was “another great 
challenge” to sound public procurement.

Tanzania Petroleum Development Corporation to fl oat tender afresh
The Tanzania Petroleum Development Corporation 

(TPDC) will fl oat another tender for the purchase 
of natural gas condensed from Songo Songo after 
revocation of an earlier tender awarded to Oil Com 
(Tanzania) Limited in December last year, reported the 

Daily News of 7 April 2008. 
The paper quoted the Director General of TPDC, 

Mr Yona Kilagane, saying that his corporation would 
comply with the decision of the Public Procurement 
Appeal Authority (PPAA) which has faulted the earlier

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tender process, although TPDC had not yet decided 
when it would announce another tender on the matter 
as it had not received any copy of the decision by 
PPAA.

“We will announce another tender upon getting a 
copy of the decision,” the paper quoted him as saying. 
Giving background to the story, the paper said that 
PPAA, under its chairperson, retired High Court Judge 
Augusta Bubeshi, had recently ruled that none of the 
four bidders for the tender announced on November 
19, last year, responded to the mandatory requirements 
set out by the TPDC. 

According to the paper, PPAA said when deciding 
an appeal against the award lodged by Manson’s 
Commodities (Tanzania) Limited that all bids were 

substantially non-responsive and should have been 
rejected outright; and that the entire tendering process 
was fl awed as the tender was advertised on November 
19, last year. Furthermore, it said that the bids were 
opened 19 days later instead of 30 as stipulated by 
law. Manson’s had said that they should have been 
awarded the tender as they were the highest bidders at 
264 US dollars per tonne, compared with Oil Com’s 151 
dollars.  Petronat International offered 205 dollars and 
Oryx Oil Company had 120 dollars. TPDC maintained, 
however, that the tender process was conducted fairly 
and transparently and that the award made was in 
accordance with the law. It said the bid price was not 
the sole criteria for award and that they were not bound 
to accept the highest bidder, the paper said.

UK Construction companies in trouble over bid-rigging
The Offi ce of Fair Trading (OFT) in 

the United Kingdom is expected to 
impose multimillion-pound fi nes on 
150 construction companies after a 
bid-rigging investigation into local 
council contracts worth £3 billion.
Evidence of wrongdoing is expected 
to be sent to the construction 
companies this month as part of 
the OFT’s “statement of objections”, 
The Times has learnt. The recipients 
will include six quoted construction 
companies that have admitted 
involvement. The inquiry, into 3,000 
contracts in England, is the OFT’s 
biggest investigation into cartel 
activity. Companies found guilty 
of uncompetitive behaviour can 
be fi ned 10 per cent of their world 
turnover. 

For Balfour Beatty, one of six 
quoted companies cooperating 

with the OFT, this equates to more 
than £600 million. If the behaviour 
is deemed to be criminal, directors 
could be jailed for fi ve years. 
Construction companies have been 
scrambling to help the OFT, which 
began its investigation in 2005, 
in the hope that any fi nes may be 
reduced. So far 38 companies have 
applied for leniency, although many 
larger organisations are thought to 
be waiting to see what evidence 
the watchdog has.  The focus of 
the OFT’s investigation is on “cover 
pricing”, where companies place a 
high bid for work that they have 
no intention of winning so that 
they are not left off a client’s tender 
list. The cover price is fi xed after 
consultation with another supplier.  
One contractor said: “Clients, 
particularly in local authorities, like 

to see a few names in the frame 
when a new project comes up. You’d 
chat with another bidder, fi nd out 
what it was pricing at, and go in far 
enough over the top to make sure 
you didn’t win.” The OFT is expected 
to say that it has evidence of bungs, 
sharing out of contracts between 
companies, agreements to cover 
bid costs for other contractors and 
payments to losing bidders. 

According to people familiar 
with the investigation, the inquiry 
was halted when the number 
of companies involved reached 
150 because the OFT lacked the 
resources to consider any further 
alleged illegal activity. 

The OFT declined to comment on 
the progress of the investigation.

‘UK government wrong to halt Saudi arms probe’
The High Court in the United Kingdom has ruled that the 

Serious Fraud Offi ce (SFO) acted unlawfully by dropping a 
corruption inquiry into a £43bn Saudi arms contract. 

In a hard-hitting ruling, two High Court judges 
described the SFO’s decision as an “outrage”. 

Defence fi rm BAE was accused of making illegal 
payments to Saudi offi cials to secure contracts, but the 
fi rm maintains that it acted lawfully. 

The legal challenge had been made by Corner 
House and the Campaign Against Arms Trade (CAAT). 

In handing down the decision, one of the judges, 
Lord Justice Moses, told the High Court that the SFO 
and the government had given into “blatant threats” 
that Saudi co-operation in the fi ght against terror would 

end unless the probe into corruption was halted. 
“No one, whether within this country or outside, is 

entitled to interfere with the course of our justice,” he 
said. “It is the failure of government and the defendant 
to bear that essential principle in mind that justifi es the 
intervention of this court.” 

CAAT had argued that the SFO’s decision to drop the 
probe was illegal under the Organisation for Economic 
Co-operation and Development’s (OECD’s) Anti-Bribery 
Convention. 

The Serious Fraud Offi ce said it had no further 
comment, but was “carefully” considering the 
implications of the judgement.

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About E-Procurement in Tanzania

Background of the Tanzania Procurement System

The country procurement system is a result of 
reforms that started over a decade ago, which lead to 
enactment of the fi rst Public Procurement Act No 3 of 
2001. A diagnostic review of the system was carried 
out in 2002 and following the Country Procurement 
Assessment Report (CPAR) of 2003, the Government 
further reformed its procurement system by enacting 
the Public Procurement Act No. 21 (PPA 21) of 2004 
which is currently in force. This act also led to the 
establishment of Public Procurement Regulatory 
Authority (PPRA), with a mandate to oversee public 
procurement practices in Tanzania.

The underlying principle of the country procurement 
regime is Value for Money to be achieved through fair 
competition, transparency, effi ciency and economy 
of the procedures and processes. In this context, 
mechanisms that will permit the upholding of basic 
principles of public procurement, while ensuring 
quick delivery of goods and services intended for the 
public are worth the support of key stakeholders. E-
procurement is emerging as an important mechanism 
that will facilitate speedy but yet transparent 
procurement process. 

E-Procurement in a Nutshell

E-procurement is the use of Information and 
Communication Technologies (ICTs), especially the 
Internet, by public and private sectors in conducting 
procurement of goods and services. Through it, the 
physical barrier of space and time is removed, thereby 
allowing more transparent and effi cient information 
fl ow and wider access to information and services by 
the public. ICTs are used to publish public procurement 
information, to support transactions and to monitor 
and manage public procurement. There are two 
principal types of e-procurement systems; namely 
e-tendering and e-purchasing, the key attributes of 

which are shown in Table 1.

Reverse Auction System

The reverse auction is a system developed to perform 
the following functions for standard items for which 
the only criteria is price:-

(i) The central agency (e.g. PPRA) establishes 
categories of products and services;

(ii) A Procuring Entity (PE) publishes a request for a 
quantity and type of items and the deadline for 
submission of bids;

(iii) During the bidding period suppliers provide as 
many offers as they wish (even for the same item);

(iv) The PE and each supplier can see the best offer, 
but at no time before the deadline does any one 
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know who has introduced the lowest bid, not even 
the PE;

(v) Upon reaching the deadline, the system 
automatically awards the contract to the supplier 
who offers the lowest price and fulfi lls the contract 
requirements.

E-Tendering

For complex procurement where prequalifi cation of 
suppliers may be required and in cases where bids 
are evaluated not only on price but also on technical 
requirements, quality, best value and other factors, 
e-tendering (e-bidding) system needs to work as 
follows:-
(a) The system should accept only one bid per supplier, 

encrypted and date stamped;
(b) Upon reaching the deadline the bids are decrypted 

and opened simultaneously, and each submission 
is judged in its own technical merits;

(c) The price is revealed and taken into consideration 
for just those bids that met the technical 
requirements.

Signing of contract between a supplier and the PE 
is done using a digital certifi cate to be issued by the 
appropriate authority.

Potential Benefi ts of E-Procurement

E-Procurement can offer many benefi ts in relation to 
transparency, effi ciency and economy to both sides 
involved.

For Procuring Entities

(i) Almost immediate cost savings due to price drop 
from the time of opening of the reverse auction to 
its close;

(ii) Cost saving due to transformation from a labour 
and paper-work intensive process to a self service 
process; reduces administrative costs and improves 
effi ciency especially for low cost – high volume 
items;

(iii) Suppliers introduce their offers into the system 
without being deterred by public offi cials;

(iv) Human intervention in the evaluation process is 
not possible thus reducing subjective criteria;

(v) A procuring entity will be able to see what other 
PEs are paying for the same product. The effect of 
this is that reference prices for the cost of different 
products will emerge, thus giving PEs a better 
knowledge of the marketplace, a leverage during 
negotiation, and allow PEs becoming smarter 
purchasers.

For Suppliers

a) Creates greater opportunity for suppliers to sell 
goods and services to the government, due to 
improved services offered by the system and better 
management over the procurement process;

b) Builds confi dence on the fairness of the system, 
thus expanding the supplier base;

c) Access to important procurement information 
is greatly enhanced due to automatic message 
generation; 

d) Reduces supplier’s time and costs by not having 
to buy documents and prepare and submit paper 
based tender documents;

e) SMEs and PEs will go computerized thus 
contributing towards setting a good environment 
for e-governance (stimulated e-infrastructure 
development).

E-Procurement Support Function

The objectives of a good public procurement 
undertaking coincide with the benefi ts of e-
procurement. In both cases they encompass open and 
fair competition, effi ciency in terms of cost and time, 
transparency and improved quality. E-procurement 
should therefore be considered a tool that can improve 
and reform public procurement in the country.

The main function of this tool which on one hand helps 
governance and on the other reduces corruption, is that 
it reduces the cost of information, while at the same 
time increases the information accessibility, and if well 
designed reduce improper exercise of discretion.

Lessons from Other Countries

A comprehensive report on International Survey of E-
Procurement System was prepared and published by 
Curtin University of Technology Business School. The 
research covered 14 countries in three regions, namely 
Asia, South America and Europe.  Based on the research 
results, one may draw important lessons for Tanzania as 
it embarks on developing its E-Procurement system.

System profi les

The country needs to make informed decision on 
the type of e-procurement system to be established, 
whether to start with e-tendering as some countries 
have done, or a comprehensive system on the outset. 
The risks have to be thoroughly evaluated. 

Other issues to be considered in this respect are time 
for development and implementation of the system, 
expected scale of operations in respect of number of 
suppliers, number of procuring entities, and number of 
transactions; as well as the staff to operate and maintain 
the systems. In any case the private sector, as well as 
procurement management and oversight bodies must 
be involved.

Functionality of the system

The country needs a system that is functional and 
capable of addressing the following key aspects:

• Ensuring effi ciency for suppliers in terms of portal 
access and availability of essential information, 
as well as receiving and sending the necessary 
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documents;

• Capabilities to serve procuring entities, including 
registering them and their access to suppliers and 
product information;

• Focus on transparency, procurement management 
and workfl ow processes (for audit trail purposes) 
rather than limiting on effi ciency and information 
around web portal;

• Capability to support monitoring of procurement 
performance and compliance and market trends.

Security Features

This is the most important issue for many governments. 
Suppliers need to be assured about security issues. 
Major considerations should be on the following:-

• Technologies applied to the transfer of electronic 
documents, including; auditing of messaging, 
authentication, encryption of message delivery, 
verifi cation of message delivery and confi dentiality 
of bidders identity.

• Technologies used to achieve authentication of 
sender and receiver such as: passwords, personal 
text, digital signatures, digital certifi cates and public 
key encryption combined with digital signature.

It is also important to ensure that an agency exists that 
will be responsible for the security of the E-procurement 
systems.

There are many other factors to take into consideration 
when deciding to go for E-procurement, however, 
based on the report conducted in the three regions 
the following steps are necessary:-

a) The government needs to plan, lead and manage 
the implementation of E-procurement effectively;

b) Users and manager of the system need to be 
sensitized and trained in order to ensure that there 
have confi dence in the system;

c) E-procurement readiness must be adequately 
assessed including the necessary infrastructure;

d) A roadmap for transition from paper to e-based 
processes needs to be established including 
ensuring the legal framework exists.

Key requirements for Public E-Procurement System 
in Tanzania

To implement a full public e-procurement system, 
there are a number of issues that need to be carefully 
considered and addressed, namely legal and regulatory, 
technical and payment issues. 

Legal and Regulatory issues

For effective and effi cient implementation of e-
procurement in the Public sector, there is a need for 
all supporting legal and regulatory frameworks to be 
in place. Accordingly, there has to be provisions in the 
public procurement legislation and its regulations 

devoted to e-procurement. In addition, it is important 
for e-related law (e.g e-commerce) to be in place 
in order to handle all issues related to conducting 
business online.

Technical issues

E-procurement requires that business which is 
conducted over the Internet be under secured and 
confi dential environment. Therefore, there is a need for 
supporting ICT infrastructure and security frameworks 
to be in place for easy access to e-procurement 
services at guaranteed security levels. This includes 
use of electronic signatures and certifi cates to enforce 
security and confi dentiality. 

Payment issues

E-procurement systems require availability of reliable 
payment systems in the country in order to enable 
the business to be conducted electronically. Therefore, 
there is a need to have a thorough study on how the 
Government will involve fi nancial institutions for 
the purpose of enabling effi cient payment under e-
procurement system, using appropriate technologies 
such as electronic cards etc.

Position of PPRA in relation to E-Procurement

Since it became operational, PPRA has devoted effort 
in developing various systems including a System for 
Checking and Monitoring (SCM) compliance with PPA 
21 of 2004 by all PEs. To support SCM, a Procurement 
Management Information System (PMIS) has been 
developed and will be operationalised in all PEs. Using 
PMIS, procurement information including tender 
information will be systematically collected and stored; 
and when necessary, shared among stakeholders by 
making use of Internet technologies. PPRA will use the 
collected information to exercise its mandate under 
PPA 21 of 2004. 

As an advanced stage of using ICTs in conducting public 
procurement, PPRA will incorporate implementation of 
e-procurement system in Tanzania in its Medium Term 
Strategic Plan whose formulation process has started. 
However, in order to have a smooth implementation of 
e-procurement in Tanzania, PPRA recognizes the need 
to have a thorough study of all key issues including the 
following:-

i.) Comprehensively study country e-procurement 
readiness, including Gap Analysis on relevant 
Legal, Regulatory, Technical and Financial issues.

ii.) Study experiences of countries which have 
successfully implemented public e-procurement 
systems and use their lessons to implement the 
best determined solutions.

iii.) Develop a phased implementation strategies 
for e-procurement system in Tanzania using 
consultative approach with all public procurement 
stakeholders.

Guidelines on Filling the Procurement Plan 
Template for Goods, Works and 

Non-Consultancy Services
1. An Annual Procurement Plan (APP) is a mandatory feature of the procurement policy framework 

as articulated in PPA 2004. The approval of APP in a Management Meeting of a PE which is chaired 
by the Accounting Offi cer or Chief Executive Offi cer can be used to achieve the requirement that 
all procurement must have the approval of the Accounting Offi cer or Chief Executive Offi cer. It can 
further be used as a monitoring tool to ensure that all planned procurement follow set procedures 
and target dates.

2. The Procurement Plan Template for Goods, Works and Non-Consultancy Services has been prepared 
to fulfi ll the requirements of Section 45 of the PPA 2004 and Regulations 40, 46 and 47 of GN. 97 of 
2005.

3. Three kinds of APP Templates are introduced in this Guideline as shown below. 

  3.1 Template of APP for Internal Use: This Template is contained in a Worksheet designated as APP-
GN97-IU. It gives detailed information about each procurement to be carried out by a PE including 
key dates for which certain actions must be completed by its staff to ensure that there is no delay in 
the procurement process. For each tender, two rows are provided: one for recording the planned dates 
for various actions and one for fi lling in actual dates when the actions were implemented.

  3.2 Template of APP for External Use: This Template is contained in a Worksheet designated as 
APP-GN97-EU. It gives detailed information about each procurement to be carried out by a PE through 
open competition and it forms part of the GPN to be made available to potential bidders. It aims 
at notifying  potential bidders of procurement opportunities available in a PE. In this template 
information regarding particulars of tender, dates for advertisement and notifi cation of bidders are 
given.

  3.3  Template of  APP for Submission to PPRA: This Template is contained in a  Worksheet designated 
as APP-GN97-PPRA. It gives detailed information about each procurement to be carried out by a 
PE including key dates for notifying potential bidders of the tender proceedings and results of the 
tender process.  This is required to be submitted to PPRA at the start of the fi nancial year to enable 
PPRA be aware of the procurement volume for that particular year and enable it plan its monitoring 
activities accordingly.
